In order that you enjoy your tour to the
fullest, we are meticulous about health
and hygiene both on and off the truck.
Water is treated and all passengers must
use an antibacterial wash or spray before
handling food or cooking equipment. Itis
recommended that those clients with
sensitive stomachs should probably drink
bottled water if on the East Africa section
of the tour. The tap water in Southern
Africa is mostly safe for drinking — your
crew can advise you on this.
