Safaris of 
2, 3 and 4 weeks are available or, by combining two or more tours           
together, longer overlanding expeditions through 7 countries 
can be undertaken - such as the classic Nairobi to Cape Town 
route over 55 days - or more if you incorporate our Gorilla Trek in 
Uganda/Rwanda.

AIF mobile camping safaris are semi-participation and while we 
have a road crew of three to give you every assistance, you will be 
shown how to put up and take down your own tent, help with meal       
preparation (although not cooking, as we always have an excellent 
cook as part of our mobile safari team) and with tasks around the 
camp like washing the dishes and maintaining strict hygiene - this will 
all help you get into the spirit of the trip and give you those special 
memories.

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Why AIF and Our Tours

Why travel with Africa-in-Focus instead of other       
overland operators?

After working for several overland companies over a period of 
5 years, Jeremy, Africa-in-Focus owner and director, felt that         
overland travel needed a new approach and perspective. His goal 
was to cater for those wanting more personal space and comfort 
while traveling in a group and to focus more on the photographic                    
opportunities in Africa than the average mass-market operators do. 
Thus the AIF expedition vehicle was custom built for a maximum of 
16 clients (as opposed to 24-28 or even 30 clients). Over a metre 
of leg room between each set of seats gives you the space you need 
to stretch out and relax while traveling. There is ample accessible 
personal storage for your belongings - as opposed to a communal 
packing area underneath the truck as is the case with the majority 
of other operators’ vehicles. 

Coupled with this your tour leader is an experienced photographer 
who will provide insight into better photographic techniques through-
out the duration of the tour. These take the format of informal talks 
and demonstrations while on tour. We also provide those clients 
who have digital cameras the opportunity and facility to download 
their digital images to several laptop computers. These images can 
then be burnt to CD/DVD. To our knowledge we are the only over-
land company to provide this innovative service.

Who will the crew be?

Our crew of three (driver,  tour-leader/photographer and cook) will 
do their utmost to make your trip a truly memorable experience. 
Your driver will ensure you have a safe and comfortable trip. Your  
tour-leader will be responsible for your general wellbeing and the 
day-to-day routine of the tour. The tour-leader is a keen knowledge-
able photographer who will provide insight into better photographic 
techniques throughout the duration of the tour. He/she will provide 
you with the information and help you may need to capture the best 
images. He/she will run workshops during the trip on subjects of 
interest, e.g. lighting, composition, special techniques. Our legendary 
cook will provide you with 3 healthy meals a day - all we ask is that 
you help him with food preparation and clearing up.

What do I need to know about camping? 

All our tours are run on the basis of camping and group                
participation. Camping allows us to be flexible – we provide large 
4-person dome style tents for each 2 passengers – providing 
extra space, comfort and privacy. A foam mattress & pillow is also        
provided. This is thus a semi-participation camping safari, but 
guests do not need to do the cooking, just help with the preparation,                                                                                                   
washing the dishes & cleaning the vehicle on a roster system. 
Upgrade to bedded accommodation is available at some of the    
campsites en-route. Please notify your tour-leader ahead of time 
should you wish to upgrade, so we can enquire about availability.

Our Tour Price!

AIF mobile camping safaris are a highly cost-effective way of visiting 
many of the leading National Parks for terrific wildlife encounters 
and experiencing the stunning landscapes of East and Southern 
Africa, as well as cultural highlights and interaction with interest-
ing local communities - all without staying in highly expensive and                                                                                                     
manicured lodges. Our mobile camping safaris are so comfortable 
(with occasional stays in simple bedded chalets at some locations) 
that our clients range from pre-teens to over 75. We offer comfort-
able mobile safaris at great value for money and at very competitive 
all-inclusive rates that include all National Park entry fees and all 
group excursions and activities (as listed).  Our tour price is made 
up of approximately 50% tour costs and 50% inclusive activities 
which most operators exclude, so on first glance we may look more 
expensive than most, but on looking closer we are actually very 
competitive.  

What does the Local Payment pay for? 

There is a Local Payment that is payable to the tour-leader at the 
start of the tour in US Dollars cash only. This contributes towards 
all food (3 healthy meals a day, except Zanzibar) - which is provided 
by our legendary cook, plus camping/accommodation fees for the     
duration of the tour. The local payment does not cover alcoholic 
drinks, soft drinks, snacks or bottled water.

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Each passenger has the use of two twin lockers, one is  locat-
ed in front of you in the passenger area of the truck for your 
day gear and cameras and contains its own safe for the safe 
keeping of travel documents, passports and money.

The vehicles are fully lockable with a fully equipped kitchen run by 
our camp cook, two fridges for fresh produce and clients own cold 
drinks. Uniquely we provide large walk-in tents with foam mattresses 
and pillows for your extra comfort.

In addition to this we provide, as standard, several laptops/
computers per vehicle to allow clients to download their 
images to CDs, DVDs or your own USB powered external 
hard drive. You can recharge your video batteries and other 
electronic equipment via our 12-volt charging system. Please 
remember to bring your own adaptors for this purpose.

AIF vehicles have been custom built to provide our clients 
with over 50% more legroom than any of our competitors and past 
clients still claim they are the best on the road. Our mobile safari 
vehicles seat only 16 passengers, while the majority of others seat 
24 to 30 in the same size vehicles as ours. A smaller group size 
means that our tours have less impact on local communities and on 
the environment.

AIF gives you the space and comfort needed while on tour. Reclining 
coach-style seats, with over 1.3 metres of leg room, give you the 
space you need on long days of travelling to sit back and relax. Our 
unique drop-down windows afford exceptional viewing and above 
each set of seats is a roof hatch to provide an additional all-round 
viewing option.

Gorilla’s, Lakes & Game Parks  
Nairobi - Kigali: 14 Days 

With a mixture of wildlife, local   
culture and stunning landscapes 
this tour takes in the very best 
of East Africa. From Africa’s 
Rift   Valley with its wildlife to the 
banks of the Nile and on to the          
Rainforests of the last Gorillas, 
this tour will undoubtedly be a 
photographer’s paradise. 

Full Itinerary - Itinerary is a guide only & some alterations may occur. 
 

Leaving Nairobi we head for the Nakuru region on the Great Rift Valley. We spend the first two nights on a large working farm 
not far from the small town of Nakuru and close to the Nakuru National Park. Next morning we take a full day's game drive into 
the Nakuru National park with a local operator with a good chance of seeing Rhino and even the elusive Leopard as well as a 
number of other game species.  (p  )  ( J   - L D )

The next morning we stop off in Nakuru town for a little shopping before driving north to Eldoret, spending the night at a scenic 
campsite just outside of town.  Spend the following day exploring the local forest, giving some great photographic opportunities 
of the local flora.  ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

Today there is a drive of about 250km crossing the border into Uganda. The border crossing can be slow but it can be an   
interesting experience. Once over the border we drive to Jinja, were the Nile meets Lake Victoria and we camp beside the Nile. 
The next two days are given over to the various activities on offer in the area. The rafting here is amongst the best in the world 
with several grade-five rapids providing an exhilarating experience. We also see some typical village life along the river. Alterna-
tively there is the opportunity to visit Bujagali Falls and the Source of the White Nile, an excellent village walk, a vibrant commu-
nity project known as Soft Power which supports education, quad biking or even bungy jumping!  ( p  )  ( J - B L D )

Continuing along Lake Victoria we head for Kampala/Entebbe visiting Ngamba Island Chimpanzee Reserve on Lake                 
Victoria, where orphaned chimpanzees have been relocated under the management of a group of dedicated conservationists,                
including the Jane Goodall Institute. Ngamba Island is part of the Koome group of islands located on Lake Victoria 23km south 
of Entebbe, Uganda. It consists of approximately 100 acres, 98 of which are forested and separated from the visitor's area 
by an electric fence. Ngamba Island was officially opened to visitors in October 1999 and is currently home to 45 orphaned 
chimpanzees, many of which have been confiscated and brought to the island since its opening. As well as viewing the chimps, 
we can canoe or simply relax.  ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

Leaving Lake Victoria behind us we head south west ascending into the highlands heading for Lake Bunyoni. We have a day to 
relax here, enjoy the impressive landscape and excellent bird life at a scenic camp on the lake shore.   ( p  )  ( J  - B L D)

Today we head to Ruhengeri and Parc National des Volcans in Rwanda as this is the best place to see the gorillas. Our plan 
is for each member of the group to visit the gorillas once. It may not be possible for the group to all visit the gorillas on the 
same day. Owing to the nature of the terrain and the need to explore in order to find the gorillas, there are no paths to follow 
in Virunga and our guides will occasionally need to cut a way through the undergrowth. At times there are some steep ascents 
and descents over muddy slopes, so strong footwear is essential. You must expect a minimum of three hours walking to find 
the gorillas. Despite the challenging terrain, the jungle scenery makes the walking very interesting, and to be close to the gorillas 
in their natural habitat is an experience you will never forget. An adult male can weigh up to 195kg, a female up to 100kg, and 
a male can reach 1.7m in height. The gorillas are almost exclusively vegetarian and are quite destructive eaters, which makes 
them unpopular with the farmers lower down the mountain slopes, as they have been known to wreck a whole field of crops 
just to eat one plant. For this reason, and also because of poaching, the gorillas are very carefully protected. We can venture 
to within three metres of the gorilla families with reasonable safety as, in spite of their reputation, they are gentle creatures 
and are not known to attack unless very severely provoked. Also, we do not venture any closer because the gorillas are very          
susceptible to human disease - please note that anyone with a cold or any similar ailment may not be allowed near to gorillas.  
( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

Our final day we drive to Rwanda's small and attractive capital, Kigali. Rwanda is a country widely remembered for the geno-
cide of 1994 in which over a million people were killed. There is a moving and disturbing museum that commemorates this 
time in their history. However, Rwanda is trying to look forward as well as back. Hotel - own expense. TOUR ENDS IN KIGALI.

Departing from Nairobi we cross the border into Tanzania and head for Arusha, camping our first night a little way out of town 
with the backdrop of Mt Meru in the distance.  (p  )  ( J   - L D )

After a relaxed morning we head into Arusha to have a look at the town and spend some time wandering through the curio  
markets. Returning to our campsite for some lunch we head for the Ngorongoro Crater area stopping along the way to visit a 
Masai tribal village. We camp that night a short drive from the crater on the outskirts of the town of Karatu. ( p  ) ( J  - B L D )

Up early the next morning we use local operators to do an all-day game drive into the Ngorongoro Crater in 4X4 vehicles,    
stopping for lunch at the hippo pools. Leaving the crater floor we drive up to the rim and spend the night at a campsite situated 
right on the crater’s edge, hopefully giving us a beautiful sunset. ( p  )  ( J - B L D )

Next morning we make our way down to the Serengeti Plains, stopping along the way at the Olduvai gorge to visit a museum 
about early man before entering the great grass plains of the Serengeti. We take game drives through the park and hope to 
glimpse the spectacle of the great migration of wildlife. We spend two nights camping in the Serengeti giving us the chance to 
experience the true African bush.  ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

Next morning we leave early on another game drive through the Western Corridor of the park before exiting the park at about 
lunchtime and heading for Lake Victoria and spending the night on the lakeshore.  ( p  )  ( J  - B L D)

Leaving the lake we head for the border and cross into Kenya heading for Nakuru, and we camp at Kembu, an up country farm 
set on the Mau Escarpment.  The next morning we are up early to take a local operator vehicle into Nakuru National Park. This 
park is centred around the soda lake and is famous for its population of both greater and lesser flamingos as well as other 
water birds. The park also boasts black and white rhino as well as lion, leopard, Rothschild’s giraffe, waterbuck and buffalo.  
( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

With any itinerary we calculate an extra day in case of unforeseen circumstances and so if all goes well we would like to use the 
extra day for a group community project organized in conjunction with Kembu camp.  This would entail some hands-on practical 
work at one of the local schools or the orphanage and along with Africa-in-Focus we hope that you will share in the cost of this – 
US$10-20 per person depending on group size.  ( p  )  ( J - B L D ) 

We head for Lake Naivasha, one of Africa’s great lakes which is renowned for its birdlife. We camp two nights here on the     
lakeshore to give us time to explore the area the next day.  We visit the spiritual home of Joy Adamson, the author of Born Free, 
and take a walk in the Hells Gate National Park.   ( p  )  ( J - B L D )

We leave the lake and head for the Masai Mara National Reserve, one of Kenya’s best-known parks. We spend two nights here 
giving us time to explore the park in search of lion, cheetah and perhaps catch the early stages of the migration into this area.  
Depending on local conditions a local Kenya operator may be used.    ( p  )  ( J - B L D )

Leaving the reserve in the morning we drive back to Nairobi where the tour ends in the afternoon. Hotel in Nairobi own expense.   
( J - B L )

Leaving Nairobi we head for the Nakuru region on the Great Rift Valley. We spend the first two nights on a large working farm 
not far from the small town of Nakuru and close to the Nakuru National Park. Next morning we explore the Nakuru National 
Park, giving you a very good chance of seeing leopard and rhino.  ( p  )  ( J   - B L D )

Crossing the border into Tanzania we camp near or on the shores of Lake Victoria. We make our way to the Serengeti National 
Park, where we stay one night and go for afternoon and morning game drives.   ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

Leaving the Serengeti around noon, we drive up the escarpment to the lush vegetation of the Ngorongoro Crater, spending the 
night on the outskirts of a town near the crater rim.   ( p  )  ( J - B L D )

Next day we do a game drive in 4x4 vehicles into the crater itself, returning to our campsite in the mid-afternoon.  Next morning 
we have a relaxing start after all our early mornings and head into Arusha to visit the local ebony market, stopping to visit a local 
Maasi village along the way before heading off to camp the night in the foothills of Kilimanjaro.  ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

The following day is a long drive to Dar-es-Salaam, passing though many African villages. That night we camp on a beach on the 
outskirts of Dar.  ( p  )  ( J  - B L D)

Thereafter you have 4 nights (5 days) to explore the island of Zanzibar at your leisure. Take in the sights, sounds and intricate 
winding streets of Stone Town and its people, join a spice tour, swim with Dolphins at the southern tip of the island or just soak 
up the sun.   ( y  )  ( J  - Own expense while on island)

Returning to the mainland we camp in Dar that night before setting out for the Tanzanian Highlands.  ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

The drive to Malawi takes us through interesting landscapes. We spend several days driving through the highlands of Tanzania 
before descending into the basin of Lake Malawi. We stop off for a night in the Baobab Valley Conservation Area camping on 
the edge of the Great Ruaha River where a number of walks can be taken directly from the camp. Moving further south our 
next night we stop at a quaint farmhouse in the Tanzania highlands before moving on next morning to visit a local tea plantation.         
( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

Descending and crossing the border into Malawi we travel down the lake spending the next 3 nights on the lakeshore for some 
R & R or you can take a dive in Lake Malawi, canoe out to Kande Island or horse ride in the forests above the lake ending with a 
swim in the lake with your horse.   ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

Today we head south to the town of Lilongwe, where you will have the opportunity to do some curio shopping.  Crew stock up 
with supplies.    ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

A short drive takes us to South Luangwa National Park. This is one of the best national parks in Africa and leopard sightings are 
quite common. Here we take a morning and evening game drive in the park plus with the added extra day you can do your own 
optional drives/walks while camping on the banks of the Luangwa River.    ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

Leaving this beautiful valley behind us we drive through the interior of Zambia spending the night on the Luangwa River once 
again.  Continuing our drive we pass through the capital of Zambia, Lusaka and onto Livingstone, arriving in the afternoon.

Arriving at Victoria Falls you have the opportunity to do any number of the adrenaline activities on offer in your own time. We 
suggest that you spend a few extra days in the area at the end of your tour with us. On your last day with us we take you to view

Starting at the Victoria Falls in Zambia, the Southern Cross allows you the opportunity over a few days to choose any number of 
adrenaline activities on offer, including a sunset cruise on the Zambezi and a chance to visit one of the seven natural wonders of 
the world: Victoria Falls.  (p  )  ( J   - B L D )

Leaving the Falls we enter Botswana and spend two nights camped on the banks of the Chobe River. We take a morning game 
drive into the Chobe National Park and then spend the afternoon on the river with a sunset game cruise.    ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

The following day we head for Maun, spending the night just outside town. Relax for the afternoon or get a different perspective 
of this vast inland waterway from a small aircraft. (flight optional)  ( p  )  ( J - B L D )

We then head north to the town of Etsha 13 where we begin our Delta experience. This is the panhandle of the Okavango 
region. Transfer with 4x4 truck and motorboats.  ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

Driving north to Namibia we spend the night in a beautiful campsite on the banks of the Kavango river. ( p  )  ( J  - B L D)

We head west to Etosha National Park spending the next 3 days game driving in the park. In the evenings you can sit at the

After Etosha we head to a local cheetah conservation project, where you have the opportunity to interact with these special

A short drive takes us to the Brandberg, Namibia’s highest mountain. Here we bush camp for the night. The views are         
spectacular, and we also walk into the mountain reserve to visit the famous “white lady” bushman painting.   ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

Next morning we continue to the coast to visit the Cape Cross seal colony, then on to the old German town of Swakopmund, 
where there are more adrenaline pumping activities on offer. Spend the day enjoying the activities that Swakopmund has to     
offer.

The next morning we travel to the dramatic red sand dunes of Sossusvlei in the Namib Desert.  Arriving in the Namib Desert 
area we spend one night at Sesriem which is the jump off point for the Sossusvlei area.

After a leisurely departure from Cape Town we head round Table Bay and stop off to buy fresh produce and view Table       
Mountain from Blaauwberg (weather permitting) before heading North and spending our first night on an operating wine farm. 
Spend the evening tasting wines from the Olifants River Valley region.   ( p  )  ( J   - B L D )

We head for Namibia crossing the border and camping the night on the Orange River. An optional canoe trip the following  
morning whets your appetite for the days to come. We then head for the Fish River Canyon and have a sundowner on the       
canyon’s rim.  ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

The next morning we travel to the dramatic red sand dunes of Sossusvlei in the Namib Desert. Overnight Sesriem campsite, 
allowing us to get to Dune 45 in the heart of the dune region to see the sunrise, followed by a short drive to the Sossusvlei area 
we then take a 4x4 transfer to explore the area.  Heading back to camp we have lunch before packing up camp and moving on 
to  a private farm to camp that night under the stars of a Namib sky, next morning before it gets too hot we will take a desert 
tour and learn how the original San (bushmen) people survived off the land.   ( p  )  ( J - B L D )

After the tranquillity of the desertscape, we increase the pace, heading for the old German town of Swakopmund where sand-
boarding, quad-biking and tandem sky-diving feature among numerous activities on offer. Alternatively take a relaxing stroll 
around the shops and buildings, enjoying the colonial architecture of this seaside holiday town.  ( y  )  ( J  - B L D )

Leaving Swakopmund, we travel up the coast and visit the Cape Cross seal colony before heading inland. We spend the night 
at Brandberg (burning mountain), Namibia’s highest peak, and take a short walk in the mountain foothills to see the well-known 
“White Lady” bushman rock painting.  ( p  )  ( J  - B L D)

Leaving the Brandberg behind us we next travel to a cheetah conservation project where you have the opportunity to interact 
with these very special mammals.   ( p  )  ( J  - B L D)

Next day we leave for Etosha, where we spend the next 3 nights. Here we game drive through the park, relax at the campsite 
pools and watch the “nightlife” at the floodlit waterholes.  ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

Heading east from Etosha we make our way to the Caprivi Strip where we camp on the Kavango River.   ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

We then cross the border into Botswana, making our way to the pan-handle of the Okavango region. Transfer with 4x4 truck 
and motorboats. The Delta trip is a true wilderness where we are limited to taking only what will fit into our mokoro (dugout 
canoes) - an exceptional African adventure.  ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

Leaving the Delta we head to Maun where we have the afternoon to relax, or take an optional scenic flight over the Delta,         
affording a different perspective on this unique inland waterway.   ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

Leaving Maun we head north to the Chobe National Park and spend 2 nights camping on the banks of the Chobe River. Early the 
following morning we take a game drive into the park in search of the big five. In the evening we explore the river on a motor-
boat, where the sunset frames the wide variety of game and bird life.   ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

Leaving Botswana behind we enter Zimbabwe/Zambia and a short drive brings us to the Victoria Falls. Depending how long our 
border crossing takes we will visit the falls on the Zambia side and take a sunset river cruise on the Zambezi.

Starting at the Victoria Falls in Zambia you will be able to visit the falls on the Zambian side and in the afternoon take a sunset 
river cruise to celebrate your arrival on tour.   On the second day do any of the number of activities on offer around the falls  
area like white water rafting or a micro-light flight over the Batoka Gorge.   ( p  )  ( J   - B L D )

We then head through the heart of Zambia past Lusaka, camping on the banks of the South Luangwa River  ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

Today we arrive at South Luangwa National Park. This is a less frequently visited game park and there is a better chance  of  
seeing shy leopard here. We spend 2 nights here, camping on the banks of the Luangwa River, where visits by elephant and 
other wildlife are not uncommon. While here we do a morning and evening game drive in the hope of spotting the elusive      
leopard and other more common game.  ( p  )  ( J - B L D )

With a short drive to Malawi you can do an optional game walk before leaving this beautiful valley behind.  We exit Zambia      
heading for Lilongwe, the capital of Malawi. Spending the night in the capital you have time to do curio shopping at the local 
ebony market while your crew stock up on provisions for the following days on the shores of Lake Malawi. ( p  )  ( J  - B L D )

For the next two days, soak up the sun, enjoy the water sports and explore the local culture. Participate in various watersports 
on offer on the Lake.
